Meeting Discussion

· The attendees introduced themselves as listed above.  
· A presentation was provided by Scott C. Hagen, Ph.D., P.E., and Peter Bacopoulos, UCF Civil and Environmental Engineering, entitled “Modeling Tidal Hydrodynamics in the 21st Century”.  Dr. Hagan and Mr. Bacopoulous perform their modeling work at the University of Central Florida – UCF Coastal Hydroscience Analysis, Modeling & Predictive Simulations Lab (CHAMPS Lab).      http://champs.cecs.ucf.edu/.  Stephen Medeiros, who also works at the CHAMPS lab, was present at the meeting.  Information on this program is available at this website.  Additionally, copies of their presentations and the CHAMPS Lab brochure are posted at the MSJRB TAC webpage along with these meeting notes.        
· Project Updates…………….Open to All – particular emphasis on current issues such as:  
Updates on planned and ongoing local government projects

Obstacles/Accomplishments on recent projects

Hints for funding with quick turnaround expected

Stimulus funding (American Recovery and Reinvestment Act)
1. Bob Walter, Seminole County, discussed two projects that the county will soon begin. 
i. Sweetwater Cove  - Tributary to the Wekiva River -  the dredging and final phase of this project will begin in February.   Permit conditions limit the timeframe that dredging can occur around a bird island within the project, so the work will be scheduled to address this need.

ii. Midway Regional Stormwater Retrofit – Lake Monroe watershed.   This project is located on a old NRCS site and fill from the pond construction will be used by FDOT as surcharge for the nearby SR415 roadway widening. 
2. Zynka Perez, City of Winter Springs, discussed NRCS work that they are completing.  Difficulty in permitting these projects was discussed, and the complexity that this creates because the funding requires a quick start.  Also mentioned was a funding mechanism that NRCS is using that is simpler than previous situations.   

· TMDL Update information was provided in written form by FDEP as follows:  
· The Group 2 Cycle 2 verified list is currently under revision to address comments received during the initial public meetings and incorporate recent data.  The Middle St. Johns is a Group 2 basin (basically from Osceola County through the outlet of Lake George).
· Revised lists will be presented at another set of public meetings.  Dates and locations remain to be determined.  Preliminary thoughts are for meetings in late February in Palatka and Tallahassee.  These will be noticed in the FAW, through the Department’s email distribution lists, and on the TMDL website (http://www.dep.state.fl.us/water/tmdl/)
· Publication of this notice will start the clock on a final public comment period.  This is the last chance to have input on the draft verified list for Cycle 2 in the Middle St. Johns.  It will then be set for the next 5 years.  Thus, I strongly suggest that people take a close look at the draft list and send in comments.  (NOTE – I’m not sure if yo uwoudl want to mention this or not, but at this point it’s very unlikely that we will be able to incorporate new data.  It’s more a matter of how the existing data has been interpreted that would be constructive feedback.  This is applicable to the verified list and delist list & primarily for our determinations on DO.)
· Also, the numeric nutrient standards are going to be developed; a kick-off meeting is scheduled for June 2009.    
· For the Good of the Alliance…………….……………………………All 
· David Hamstra announced that the City of DeBary is performing a water quality evaluation with Dr. Harvey Harper on 30 of their lakes.  The work will include a detailed monitoring program.  Presentation of these results may be of interest for a future MSJRB TAC meeting.

· David Hamstra also announced that DeBary received 2 NRCS grants and the city will proceed to complete them in 4 months – one strategy to help this is that the city council waived the bid requirement.

· It was announced that the fertilizer ordinance is proceeding and that the Department of Health will be proposing rules for septic tanks.

· Lake County’s new Water Atlas is online – now all of the different water atlases use the same software. 

· Steve Kintner, Volusia County, announced that the county will be developing model aquifer and watershed protection ordinances.
