The meeting began and the attendees introduced themselves.

Presentation – Dr. Louis Murray, USGS, provided a presentation on “Groundwater/Surface Water Interactions in Central Florida”.  Dr. Murray and the USGS have been researching groundwater issues for many years.  Dr. Murray stated that where water quantity seems readily available, it is the environmental impact to wetlands and surface water systems that must be carefully evaluated as the consumptive use increases.  These environmental impacts are the limiting factor.  A copy of Dr. Murray’s powerpoint presentation is located on the URL listed at the end of these meeting notes. 

Film Fest ReCap – Mindy Matthews, Executive Director for the St. Johns River Alliance announced that the Film Fest at the Central Florida Zoo (November 5th, 2005) was a success.  It was the first of the 3 film fests and provided awareness to the community.  The film will be run on PBS in May 2006.

TMDL Update – Mary Paulic, FDEP, provided an update on the TMDL activities in the Middle Basin.  The Lake Jesup, Crane Strand, and Long Branch TMDL’s have been noticed for the rulemaking process.

Projects and Funding Updates - The Middle Basin Initiative has been finalized and is being distributed to the Legislators for consideration in the next State budget cycle.  Some copies were available at the meeting; the file is located on the URL listed at the end of these notes.  Other funding sources mentioned were the District’s cost share program, and FDEP TMDL funding and their 319 grants.  Funds are available through the state for projects that are ‘ready to go’.

The next meeting date was selected for February 17th – although later changed to February 24th at 10 am due to a conflict with Seminole County governments on the 17th for an NPDES inspection.
